(1000 FT ABOVE THE HIGHEST OBSTACLE WITHIN A RADIUS OF 8KM)

AND AIRSPACE STRUCTURE

(LOWER LIMIT OF THE CONTROLLED AIRSPAGE PLUS A BUFFER OF 500 FT)

BELOW THE MVA, IFR FLIGHTS WILL NORMALLY BE CLEARED
ON PUBLISHED IFR PROCEDURES ONLY.

ALTITUDES IN 100 FT - UNITS (50 = 5000 FT).

VALUES IN BRACKETS TAKE INTO ACCOUNT ADDITIONAL HEIGHT MARGINS
